19. 11. 2019 
 
 
First day was devoted to the presentation of the state of the art of an explorative research dealing with 
citizen science in the Czech Republic. Barbora Duží presented results and heterogeneity of various 
citizen science projects that team from Institute of Geonics has been analysing, including more in-depth 
presentation of several individual CS projects. Then, discussion was oriented towards history of CS, 
situation in CEE countries, different framing and ways of CS projects categorization and other issues. 
 
After this presentation, case study of Brno dealing with promotion air quality was directly presented by 
representatives of two civic initiatives: Dejchej Brno (Breathe Brno) – Hana Chalupská and NGO 
Nesehnutí, project Můžu dýchat? (May I breathe?) - Josef Jelínek, These presentations were 
accompanied by discussion among participants of the workshop, especially regarding the issue of public 
participation in environmental issues, potential of cooperation between civic initiatives and scientists or 
expert and empowerment of these initiatives by means of citizen science and social innovation 
instruments. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
Afternoon was devoted for presentations relevant to chapter Citizen Science and Social Innovation. 
Authors of the chapter presented their work to other participants in order to give them opportunities to 
present feedback and comments. 
First, Egle Butkeviciene presented theoretical approaches towards social innovations, then Loreta 
Tauginiene presented relationship between social innovation and citizen science. In the last blocks, case 
studies for chapter were presented by Luciano Massetti (case C) and Barbora Duží (case B).
